We worked with Salford 
City Council, Network Rail and Gleeds 
to meet the funding requirements of 
the European Regional Development 
Fund (ERDF), allowing GMPTE to 
benefit from a £1.5m funding on a 
project which will be a catalyst for 
regeneration. Similarly, in Oldham 
Bus Station, we provided architectural 
services in the context by which 
the centralisation of bus facilities at 
Cheapside/West Street was a key 
element of Oldham Council’s evolving 
town centre strategy.

Salford Station
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When finished the complete network 
will carry some 50 million passengers 
each year and opportunities for 
jobs, leisure and shopping will be 
revolutionised. A high quality public 
transport system will also link the 
communities along these routes. The
experience of the existing Metrolink 
system also suggests that several 
million car journeys a year would 
be saved as drivers choose to take 
Metrolink instead of their cars, and 
will allow the possibility of introducing 
congestion charges.

GMPTE are now progressing the 
Metrolink extensions to Oldham,
Rochdale, East Manchester to 
Droylsden, and South Manchester to St 
Werburgh’s Road, Chorlton.

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The enhancement of the station will be 
in three key areas: arrival at the station 
including the entrance and forecourt; 
the new foyer space, improved facilities 
and legible access to platform level.

Working with Salford City Council, 
Network Rail and Gleeds, we were 
successful in meeting the funding 
requirements of the European Regional 
Development Fund (ERDF). This allowed
GMPTE to benefit from a £1.5m fund-
ing from a £5m total.

Our ability to approach the project on 
a wider context and therefore from a 
regeneration standpoint was also well 
received. This project will be a catalyst 
for regeneration and in the first phase 
of a long term development strategy 
for the area.

The first phase of the masterplan has 
now been constructed, and we have 
been recently commissioned to provide 
a masterplan and vision for the future 
which provides up to six eight car plat-
forms with a potential scheme value in 
excess of £100m.
